Town Updates

Although reported last month that the Inlet Park project
was ‘sitting on go’ - - we’ve had severa new develop-
ments materialize on this project site. As we were prepar-
ing to advertise for bids for various e ements of the project,
we were contacted by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers
regarding their desire to investigate conducting storm re-
pairs and mitigation measures at this site. Obvioudly any
work performed by the Corps to protect our planned im-
provements to this park will be extremely valuable and in
the best interest of the project. In anticipation of the Corps’
consideration to address these issues, we will be shifting
our timeline to try to accommodate their efforts. To that
end we will be phasing the project with work to begin west
of the parkway with the intent to follow behind the Corps
with the improvements at the eastern portion of the project.

| would like to stress that although we are shifting the
timeline, we will not delay this project to the extent that
funding deadlines are endangered. As you will recall these
improvements are being fully funded through county and
state grants, with varying deadlines for each funding
source. As we begin this project we ask for your patience
as portions, or possibly the entire Inlet Park, will be closed
to accommodate these improvements.

I’m sure you’ve noticed the ‘work in progress’ on the
Town Community Center. We’re excited to see construc-
tion progressing and encourage you to contact me with
questions or concerns regarding this project.

As you’re out and about you’ll notice numerous addi-
tional projects underway, including irrigation repairs
throughout the parkway. Please be aware of your surround-
ings as you travel throughout Town, taking extra caution in
light of dl theincreased activity.

News from the Planning and Zoning Board:
After much discussion, and after many meetings, consen-
sus was reached by the P&Z Board regarding size of
homes in zoning District A (interior, single family home
lots). Code recently adopted allows a maximum of 32%
lot coverage for the first floor of a new 2 story home, and
amaximum of 16% lot coverage for the second floor of a
new home. However, when this code was adopted, exist-
ing one story homes covering over 32% of their lots
could not have added any second story. At their February
meeting, the P&Z Board recommended that owners of
existing one story homes which cover more than 32% of
the lot can add a second floor using the following scale:
32% first floor/16% second floor; 34% first floor/14%
second floor/36%-40% first floor/12% second floor.

In addition, some “alowances” for leaving loggias
open and adding enclosed garages were recommended in
the case of new construction of two story homes. Set-
backs would be increased for the second floor with both
new and existing for privacy concerns.

The Board is also recommending requiring 45% green
space when a new two story home or second story on an
existing home is proposed and the requirement of many
trees and shrubs on these lots for buffering of neighboring
properties.

Another item tackled at the February meeting was
public access to the lake front in Zoning District C. The
Planning and Zoning Board is recommending a list of
“incentives” that could be offered to developers of com-
mercia projects in District C if they grant public access
to the water in their projects. EXisting properties in Dis-
trict C are not affected in any way by this proposed legis-
lation, asit is entirely voluntary on the developers’ part.

These are only some of the issues that were dis-
cussed at the February 28" P& Z Board meeting. Also on
the agenda were approval of timely construction sched-
ules for several large projects in town and discussion of
burial of overhead utility lines. Please mark your calen-
dar for the 4" Tuesday of each month at 7:00 pm, and be
part of the Planning and Zoning Board’s discussions of
important town issues.
